Back in the long distant past I first stuck my toe into the field of tertiary education by undertaking a science degree. It was hard work (up to 30 hours a week of class time, with lots of assignments as well), but on the whole I found the subjects quite interesting. On the whole, I say, because there was one notable exception. Pure maths and I never had a terribly positive relationship. I could never see the point in having to prove things that seemed obvious anyway. I was quite confident that 1 + 1 = 2; I felt no need to have to prove it.
And it’s a bit like that with the topic we’re looking at today. The topic is: How do we know God exists? And I guess for many of us, this is something that seems obvious. Of course God exists. Why would anyone think otherwise?
And it would seem that many agree with us about that. In the 2006 census, 63% of people in the Hornsby area indicated that they believed in some sort of god. But all the same, this still leaves 37% of people who said otherwise. So the question will be relevant, won’t it: How do we know that God exists?
Today we look at three approaches that you might find helpful in answering such a question: we question the underlying assumption that some have that the only knowledge worth having is knowledge that has been scientifically proven, we look at what world around us shows us about God, and then we look at the fact that God has made himself known to us.

I trust that this will give us confidence that what we know to be true in our hearts really does make sense, and it will help us as we explain our belief in the existence of God to others as well.
