Jesus loves me, this I know
For the Bible tells me so.
I guess many of us would have learned this song in our Sunday School days, though for such a simple song, it does say something pretty significant about what the theologians call epistemology, which is just a big word for  How do we know what we know? 
And for us as Christians what this old Sunday School song reminds us in the simplest of terms is that we know what we know about Jesus because the Bible tells us so. The Bible is the basis for our knowledge and our ultimate authority when it comes to matters relating to God.
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But of course that raises a question for us, doesn’t it. If the Bible is how we learn about Jesus, how reliable is the Bible? Has the story about Jesus been corrupted or embellished over the years? And even if it hasn’t, how sure can we be that what Matthew, Mark, Luke and John wrote in the first place was an accurate representation of Jesus anyway? These are important questions, and exactly what we’ll be considering today as we look at Are the New Testament Documents Reliable?
I hope today’s message can give you confidence in what you believe in, and give you some pointers as to how you can help others who might ask that same question of you.
