1. What restrictions did the law place on those with infectious skin diseases? (e.g. see Lev 13:45-46) What would this mean for a person’s spiritual life?
2. Jesus, upon healing the man, instructed him not to tell anyone. What does this tell us about Jesus’ motivation for the healing?

3. What situation do you think Jesus was trying to avoid? (see v. 15) Why would he be doing this?

Read Luke 5:17-26

4. What was Jesus’ initial response to the paralysed man?

5. The Pharisees thought that Jesus was blaspheming. How were the right, and how were they wrong?

6. What does this incident show us about the authority of Jesus? How is this a natural progression from the cleansing in the previous passage?

7. What do you need most from Jesus? To what extent is this reflected in your prayers?
