Some questions to think about for next week
What about those who have never heard?
In John 14:6 Jesus says: “I am the way, and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.”
1. What sort of circumstances would prevent a person from having heard the gospel message about Jesus?

Two weeks ago we saw in Romans 1:18-23 that while nature does not speak of Jesus, it does bear witness to a creator God - it testifies to his eternal power and divine nature.

2. What does Romans 1:20 spell out as the implications of this for all people?
3. How do people typically corrupt this knowledge of God?

But not everyone who didn’t get to hear of Jesus will stand condemned.

4. What does Romans 4:1-3 say about how Abraham was found to be right with God? How had Abraham responded to the revelation of God that was available to him?
Read Genesis 18:25

5. Will God’s treatment of those who have never heard of Jesus be unjust? In what ways will God’s justice always be superior to ours? 

6. If someone is asking you this question as a bit of a red herring, in what way could you bring the question back so that it relates to them personally?
