Some questions to think about for next week
Next week we’ll be hearing from Liz, who will be heading off to South Asia on behalf of the Church Missionary Society (CMS) early next year to minister to Muslim women.
Read Luke 24:44-53
1. Verse 48 says that Jesus’ disciples were witnesses of “these things”. What do you think this is referring to?
2. Following the resurrection of Jesus, what is the next step in God’s plans for the world? (v. 47)
3. The implication is that the disciples, as witnesses, are the ones entrusted with this task. In verse 49, Jesus asks them to wait in Jerusalem until he has sent what God has promised. What/who do you think Jesus is referring to?

Read Acts 1:1-9

Luke here reiterates the words of Jesus from Luke 24, yet this time gives a little more detail at some points.

4. How important will the Holy Spirit be to the disciples in the task they’ve been given?

5. How much of the world does God plan to reach with the message about Jesus? As 21st Century Christians, how have we benefited from this plan? How can we help it to continue?
