The English language is constantly evolving, and new words are coming into usage all the time. But there are never enough. There are all these things out there that are begging for words to describe them, like the last bit of peanut butter that sits just under the rim of the jar that can only be accessed with one’s finger, or the feeling that you can’t remember where your car is parked at Westfield, or that thing that you think of saying hours after the opportunity has passed you by.
And it’s this last experience that I want to dwell on today. I’m sure we’ve all had that experience. It might have been the perfect witty comeback, it might have been the perfect piece of diplomacy, but when it only comes to you hours later, it’s not a whole lot of good is it.
And as Christians we can have this experience, too. I’m sure many of us can think of times when we were asked questions relating to our Christian faith, and it was only later that we worked out what we should have said.
In 1 Peter 3:15 Peter encourages his readers: “Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have.”

For the next six weeks that’s exactly the sort of preparation we’ll be doing. Each week we’ll be looking at a tough question that we may get asked, questions such as “How do we know God exists?”, “What about those who have never heard?”, and “Do all religions lead to God?” And each week the focus will be on how we can most helpfully answer these questions. 

I can’t guarantee that we’ll never be lost for words, but being prepared certainly helps, doesn’t it.
