Some questions to think about for next week
Read 2 Peter 1:16

1. Why does Peter say that his account of the story of Jesus can be trusted?

Read John 14:23-27

2. Jesus is speaking here to his disciples. What assurance does he give them that they will remember accurately the things he has said to them?

3. Which of the gospel writers were eye-witnesses to Jesus? For those who weren’t, do you know how they came to have trustworthy information about Jesus?

4. Can you think of particular details of the gospels that point to their reliability?

5. Can you discover what level of documentary support we have for the gospels? How confident do you think we can be about the passing on of the gospels over the years?
